How do we find hope in our suffering? 

 

What do we do when our circumstances in our life leave us in 

terror, anxiety, and hopelessness? 

 

David and Job both were in this place. David was in the place 

of hopelessness and suffering as a consequence of his sin. Job 

acknowledged he was a sinner, but his suffering was not from 

a specific sin, in fact you could say he was innocent.  

Whether we are David or Job,  in times of great trial we have 

a way out of hopelessness.  

 

David’s way out started with his acknowledgement of his sin 

(verse 3and 4), then he trusted God would restore his Joy. Joy 

in the midst of hopelessness. Deliverance from his murder 

and adultery and deception. Psalm 51:8”Restore to me the joy 

of Your salvation, And uphold me by Your generous Spirit.” 

Job has no specific sin to confess so his turning point comes 

with his encounter with God in Job 42:2”Then Job answered 

the LORD and said: 2 "I know that You can do everything, 

And that no purpose of Yours can be withheld from You.”  

 

Both David and Job trusted that God is Able. Nothing is im-

possible for God. If your circumstances today seem impossi-

ble, know and trust that God is Able. Our hope is not just for 

God to change our circumstances and ease our suffering, but 

in our eternal circumstance, God is Able. Thanks you Father 

for being able and for your eternal hope. Amen
